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NOTICE TO PARENTS

REGARDING

PUBLIC SCHOOL CHOICE and SUPPLEMENTAL EDUCATIONAL SERVICES

P.A.C.E. High School is an officially recognized dropout recovery and prevention school according to the Ohio Department of Education.  As such, the majority of its students are below grade level in reading and mathematics when measured by nationally standardized tests.  

Public school choice is provided as an option because the school is in School Improvement.  School improvement means that it did not meet Ohio’s goals in reading or mathematics for two years in a row.  

P.A.C.E. High School is working on increasing achievement through a literacy curriculum in reading and mathematics that is in accordance with the standards of the Ohio Department of Education.  Parents are welcome to attend classes or meet with staff regarding increasing achievement by setting up appointments through the office.   Parental input has been solicited on a regular basis.  
1. The number of students eligible for and participated in public school choice and supplemental educational services in 2010-2011 were 208 (eligible) and 14 (participated) respectively.

Tutoring is provided to
improve achievement.  Transportation will be provided by the school when it is required.
4. If students are in need of Supplemental Education Services, these will be available for  
economically disadvantaged status..  If interested, please contact Ms. Jan Eggleston,

Intervention specialists will work with parents/guardians to determine if the student is eligible for services and those services will be set up within thirty days of initial contact.  This service includes providing information about available providers.  Supplemental Educational Services are limited by the funds available for each student for such services.
